He simply posted a logo design contest job on witmart asking for the best logo for his program, and hey presto, he got 79 different proposals. In the end, he picked the best one and paid 200 bucks. 

So you see, besides the pool of talent (where else can you get 79 highly qualified designers worldwide to work for you?), it is also much cheaper than hiring a design company to do it. 

Moreover, the whole contest took only two weeks. Instead of working himself to the ground trying to do it himself, Lee was probably sipping latte while he waited for the best logo to come forward.

Lesson learnt: it doesn’t matter how big or small your business is, nor does it matter what the nature of your product is. As long as you have a need for a perfect logo, there is always someone out there who could do it for you. All you have to do is just post a contest. 
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
